Due to increasing frequency of ID theft, the IRS is insisting that we make positive identification 
of all tax payers through photo ID and Social Security cards.  SS cards and photo ID of all per-
sons listed on the tax return will be required for tax preparation.  In many cases, only one spouse 
comes in to do the tax return.  The IRS mandates that both parties on the return need to be  
present!
